	Starter:

Discuss recent examples of China in the news.

Explain objectives, purpose of lesson and importance of questioning information they find.

	Teacher Intro:
Show and discuss presentation on 5 human rights issues in China: Tibet, Falun Gong and Religion, Press Freedom, One child policty, Tiananmen Square

	Main Activity:
Students split into groups and the 5 topics are split into groups. Each group to search the internet for materials on their topic and prepare a brief presentation to the class on what they have discovered. All materials to be referenced and saved in shared folder on the network.
	Plenary:
5 groups present their finding and field questions from other groups.
Teacher presentation on another country with human rights problems – teacher reveals at the end that this is Britain and that students should question what they see and not treat Britain and China differently!
